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Preamble

Over recent years, the pattern of sports and recreational navigation has developed with :

· an increase in the proportion of power boats and fast planing dighies

· the introduction of personal powered craft and run about fun, e.g. ski boarding, wind surfing and para-gliding

· a demand for more comprehensive services

· an even higher proportion of time spent at berth

· a widening of the age range in the active community

In the past RecCom has reported many such aspects, but little has been done in the past decade when many of the above factors have become evident. Therefore, a review is desirable.

Procedure

In order to avoid "reinventing the wheel" it is proposed that these past working group reports are revisited and the following (but not necessarily limited to) elements reviewed or added :

· size and spacing of berths

· freeboard and buoyancy of slips

· forces on constructions, safety-factors and structural design

· provision of ship side services

· shore side functions -utilities, waste disposal, retail & chandlery, etc.

· regulations incl. but not limited to access, waste disposal, aquatic shading, Habitat & Kyoto restraints

· fire-safety and emergency plans

· navigational restraints and commercial/recreational segregation

· inland as well as ocean side recreational navigation to be taken into account
